Piotrkow Trybunalski, Oct 6th-29th, 2017

This exhibition has been created in the honor of the Jewish people of Piotrkow 

Trybunalski, who lived here, mainly, since the 15th century, until being murdered 

or deported by the Nazis during the 40th of the 20th century. 

The vivid and colorful Jewish community has been well known as the home for 

leading religious Rabbis and printing houses, and as a cradle of general and 

Jewish wisdom, activism and cultural creativity.  

In our exhibition, we will introduce the public to the Piotrkow born Jewish 

artists, mainly painters. Most of them passed away as: Aszer Pesach 

Naparstek (1885-1933), Adam Muszka (1914-2005), Nahum Carmeli (1918-2013), 

Moshe Bromberg-Bar-Am (1920-1982 and Bolek Zinger (1922-2011). Others are 

still active, in the State of Israel, as: Ruth Malc (1924 - ), Moshe Sendowski 

(1931-   ), Bat Sheva Shevah (1938 - ), and Zeev Herz - Folman (1941 -). 

Some of the artists describe memories from Piotrkow, but most of thm People, 

nature, etc. by realistic or abstractive means.  

The opening ceremony will take place, with the presence of some 

of the artists and/or their relatives, on Friday Oct 6th, 2017, in 6pm 

at the Osrodek Dzialan Artystycznych, ul. Dabroeskiego 5, 

Piotrkow Trybunalski 

A Jewish Musical Performance will take place during the ceremony, and light 

refreshment will be served.
